Representations can only be made on grounds of soundness and legal compliance.  Each point raised must be substantiated with regard to one of three tests of soundness or matter of legal compliance as set out in Planning Policy Statement 12: Local Spatial Planning. 
To be sound, a core strategy should be justified, effective and consistent with national policy.
Justified means that the document must be: 

· Founded on a robust and credible evidence base 

· The most appropriate strategy when considered against the reasonable alternatives. 

Effective means that the document must be: 

· Deliverable 

· Flexible 

· Able to be monitored.
Consistent with national policy means the document must be: 
· In line with national policies set out in planning policy guidance and planning policy statements.

The Core Strategy is Not Justified, Not Effective, Not legally compliant and Not consistent with national policy because Appendix 4, titled  : Havant Borough Urban Areas and Non-Urban Areas – Policy CS15 contains the statement :” The Urban Area Boundary will be revised with the Development Delivery (Allocations) Plan to include any new urban extensions.”

This statement as written means the Core Strategy document could allow any new urban extension to be included in the Urban Area Boundary regardless of whether it complied and was consistent with all aspects of the provisions contained within the rest of the Core strategy document and consistent with national policy. It could be made more sound if the wording was amended as follows : 
“The Urban Area Boundary will be revised with the Development Delivery (Allocations) Plan to include any new urban extensions. However, any new urban extension which may require revision of the boundary will only be included if the proposed urban extension complies and is consistent with the entirety of the Core Strategy document and is consistent with national policy.”
